The program will consist of monthly meetings, service projects, and/or social events.  You will become an active member in January 2011.

APPLICATIONS ARE DUE BY SEPTEMBER 8, 2010.

Active Member Requirements

Once you become an active member after completing your provisional term you will

· Attend 5 out of 8 general membership meetings;

· Be an active member of a committee;

· Support our projects by buying or selling 4 tickets to the Wines Around the World Fundraiser ($40 each);

· Complete 8 hours of League service through assisting other committees or participating in community service projects sponsored by the League;

· Pay dues ($107 per year), which are due in the spring.

· Recruitment/Provisional Members – The committee you'll be on your first term

· Park – Developing a universally accessible playground in our community

· Nevada Discovery Museum – Planning programming for the children's museum being built

· Community and Member Events – Done in a day service opportunities and social events

· Advocacy – Advances a cause helping women and children during legislative years

· Arlington Garden Mall Committee – Advises and monitors the mall owned by the League

· Marketing and Communications – Performs marketing and intra-League communications

· Nominating and Placement – Places people on committee and addresses membership concerns
